Our shelves are relatively 
empty of resources and the financial 
goal of reaching $3500 per month for 
operations is behind schedule.  

The present re-
quests represent a need of 170,000 
books. As I write this, there are only 521 
books on the shelves, approximately 20 
boxes worth of books. We have 231 
packed boxes making us 5,569 short for 
the present requests.   

If you have given in the past, we deeply 
appreciate all you have done and ask for 
extra assistance, if you are able. If you 
have never given in a financial way to 
the ministry, I would encourage you to 
pray about how God may want you to 
get involved.  

We need your help in supplying the re-
sources to meet needs. It takes $10.00 
to ship a box in a container or $4000-
$7000 per container, depending on the 
African destination. If you would like to 
participate in a more personal way, we 
have smaller requests from pastors who 
cannot handle a container, but desire 
materials. We are willing to ship specific 
resources to individual needs, however 
this requires additional funding in the 
amount of $100 per priority 20 pound 
box.  

Remember, a little offering will do a lot 
when offered unto Christ and blessed. 
We continue to need your support which 
will enable us to start 2017 on a solid 
foundation.

Pastor Domingo reported, ñmany 

youth leave their rural/village com-

munities to further their education 

and relocate to the capital city, Wind-

hoek.ò While the youth attend the 

secular university or other education-

al centers to equip them with voca-

tional skills, Rev. Kamonga saw an 

opportunity to equip the Christian 

youth through Biblical instruction. His desire is to equip the youth with Biblical 

tools for ministry after university graduation so they may be prepared to minister in 

areas where they assume employment.  

The first class graduation was a highlight for the ministry work in Namibia. The pastors and leaders are 

grateful for the advances being made through the resources provided through CLA. These students will 

not only be equipped with the skills to be effective citizens, but prepared for spiritual leadership when 

they return to their communities.  

We are planning to send a 20-foot shipping con-
tainer of Bibles and books to Nigeria in 2017. In 
the meantime, our friend Rev. Nsibiet Nelson 
needed materials immediately! 

We were able to send one box to Rev. Nelson 
containing a one-volume commentary and 50 
copies of Basic Bible Studies for New and Grow-
ing Christians.
